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It’s a myth that the authoritative information Ohioans need for school, work and lifelong learning is available for free on the Internet.

When you need reliable, authoritative resources for school assignments, business research or lifelong education, turn to the Ohio Web Library for information you can trust.

While the free Internet can also be useful in the research process, you have to watch out for broken links, unverified information, questionable results from search engines and fees for full-text materials.

The Ohio Web Library goes beyond the Internet and provides you with access to subscription-only resources.  Resources available in the Ohio Web Library are verified by editors and scholars, are created by credible sources, and are acceptable for class assignments.

Ohio residents can get easy access to the Ohio Web Library (ohioweblibrary.org) 
in several ways.
♦
Use your own computer or a public access computer at your local Ohio public, academic or school library.

♦
When at home, work, or on the road, our system will try to verify that you are using a computer located in Ohio; if that can be verified, you will be granted access.

♦
If our system cannot verify that your computer is in Ohio, you will need one of the following forms of identification to log on: an Ohio public library card number, a name and ID information from a participating Ohio college or university, or a password from a K-12 Ohio school library.

You can also access the Ohio Web Library resources via OhioLINK (if you attend or work at a participating Ohio college or university), or INFOhio (if you attend or work in a pre-K-12 school), or the web page of your local library.

Ohio Web Library resources were purchased by Ohio libraries and library organizations for exclusive use by Ohio residents.  While we try to automatically determine that you are in Ohio, sometimes you may be asked for your identification.

Contact your local Ohio public library to sign up for a library card.  Ohio college and university students, faculty and staff should use their institution ID.  Ohio school students and teachers need to contact their school library for the required password.

As an Ohio taxpayer, you fund the Ohio Web Library through a combination of state and federal taxes.

Specifically, the Ohio Web Library is funded by a federal Library Services and Technology Act grant through the State Library of Ohio, which provides about $1.6 million per year.  The three Libraries Connect Ohio library networks –  INFOhio, OhioLINK and OPLIN – provide an additional $3 million in state funds each year from their budgets.
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
